Rustic style indicates the vines were 

grown on volcanic soils. The palate 

blossoms with ripe cherry and pipe 

tobacco notes. It’s generous with fresh 

cherry coulis, cassis, and a firm tannin 

structure affirms that this wine will

go the distance. It’s versatile to have 

with fish like Chilean Sea Bass with 

shitake mushrooms in miso, or Tripe 

stewed with tomato broth, or as an 

accompaniment to chocolate or 

fresh berry desserts.
